Contest Scores for the Toronto Optimists

Introduction

When you look at these scores you might notice a large difference in scores from one contest to another and, perhaps, wonder why there is
such a variation. Let me give you a bit of information to deepen your understanding.

DCI, founded in 1972, has always used standardized scoring and point allocation. As a result, wherever a corps competes in a DCI contest,
the judging rules are the same; however, that was not always the case. The majority of the contests listed here were held before the existence
of DCL

Many things were different pre-DCI. For example, the only field markings were usually an outline of the field and, if you were lucky, there
was a line that marked centre field. There was an inspection and inspection penalties, counted in tenths, could cause a corps to lose.
Penalties relating to the rules regarding the National flag, however, were counted in points!

In addition, corps competed in multiple jurisdictions and each had its own set of rules and point allocation. For example, New York state
rules allocated 45 points to General Effect (GE) and 55 points for the execution categories while the Midwest only allocated 10 points for GE
and gave 90 points to execution! In fact, different contests in the same area might use different rules! For example, one contest in New York
might use All-American rules while another could use the rules for the New York State Judges Association.

For those who don’t want to get
distracted by a link, I have included some examples showing how points were allocated under a few different sets of rules.

Examples of Point Allocation by Contest

The table on the next page shows examples of point allocation in a variety of contests (the information was taken from contest programs).
The total for execution categories could range from 55 points all the way to 90 points while the total for GE could vary from as little as 10
points all the way to 45 points. Also, inspection penalties could easily cause a corps to lose a contest — before they even stepped on the field
to perform!

As you can see, when it came to assigning scores to a corps performance there was an absence of consistency and uniformity. The result was
that the same performance could yield different results depending on which judging system was used.

This document should be considered a work-in-progress. It is very difficult, if not impossible, to validate the information I’ve found and
I know that some internet listings are not accurate. For example, I’ve found internet listings that include the Toronto Optimists even
though the Optimists were not at the contest. I’ve also found multiple listings for the same contest but the listings have differing scores.
I will make changes when I find additional scores, discover errors or others give me corrections.

1958 Scores/Results

In 1958 the Toronto Optimists began competing at the Junior “A” level. They
had a goal — defeat Preston Scout House, the reigning Canadian Champions.

Optimists, to their own surprise, accomplished this task in their first year of
competition. In addition to the Optimists, there was another new kid on the

block in 1958. The band at De La Salle “Oaklands” became a drum corps and
it, too, entered the field of competition. A local rivalry developed between Del

and Opti and it lasted throught the existence of these corps.

The first time that De La Salle ever beat the Toronto Optimists was in 1961
and it would not happen again until 1968. Even though Optimists won
Nationals by 1/20th of a point (that margin showed up again when Del beat
Optimists at the 1969 Nationals) Del actually won 3 contests in 1961: the
Canadian National Exhibition (CNE), prelims to the Nationals and the Grape
Festival, the last contest of the year. Unfortunately, I have scores for neither
the CNE nor the prelims at Nationals. If anyone has scores for these shows I’d
be happy to receive them. Those losses to Del encouraged Optimists to make
some major changes which, in my opinion, had a positive influence on the
direction of drum corps in Canada.

Even though they had won the 1961 Nationals the Optimists had lost three
contests to De La Salle. These losses prompted Optimists to make some major
changes. The Optimists entered 1962 with a totally new repertoire (arranged
by Truman Crawford), new uniforms, a new drum major and a renewed
commitment to stay on top. The 1962 Toronto Optimists was the strongest
corps they had ever put on the field. They also beat the Blessed Sacrament
Golden Knights at a contest in Rome, NY. This was the first time that SAC
had ever lost to a Canadian drum corps.
